	Tom Hadler – 29-year-old goalkeeper. Canterbury-born shot-stopper who came through the Gillingham Academy and made his Football League debut in April 2018. After his release from Priestfield in the summer of 2019, he signed for Eastbourne Borough and spent the following season with Ebbsfleet United, before joining Maidstone United for 2021/22. In his first season at Ramsgate Tom kept 17 clean sheets in 50 appearances.  Tom has kept 38 clean sheets in 92 appearances for the Rams.

	Aiden Prall – 27-year-old goalkeeper. Joined the Rams in the Summer of 2025 following a hugely impressive three-year spell at Sheppey United - during which he was named in the Isthmian League South East team of the season. He was also named man of the match after the Ites’ televised first round FA Cup tie against Walsall. Prall made 145 appearances in total for Sheppey, keeping 40 clean sheets in the process. He previously was at Corinthian having started his career at Charlton Athletic.


	Dane Bough – 16-year-old goalkeeper that played for Ramsgate Athletic last season. Dane was also a part of the Ramsgate u16 squad that won the Kent league and Kent cup double in 24/25 season.

	Aaron Barnes – 28-year-old powerful full back who signed from Hythe Town in the Summer of 2024, Aaron started his professional career at Charlton Athletic having been a product of the famous Arsenal youth system. Spells at Torquay United and Colchester United preceded a move to Dulwich Hamlet, followed by a two-year spell at Welling United. Comfortable at either full back position and also can play as a winger. Aaron made 45 appearances scoring Four goals during the 24/25 title winning season.

	Jerome Binnom-Williams – 30-year-old defender. who is just as comfortable at left back as he is at centre back, Jerome joined the Rams in the Summer of 2025. He captained Dulwich Hamlet during a two-year spell at the south London club, with a two-year spell at Maidstone United (where he picked up a National League South title medal) preceding that. JB started his career at Crystal Palace, making two appearances there before spells in the football league at Southend United, Burton Albion, Leyton Orient, Peterborough United and Chesterfield. He has also had spells at Forest Green Rovers, FC Halifax Town and Barnet.


	Donvieve Jones – 25-year-old defender. Donny joined the Rams in the Summer of 2025 from Sittingbourne, where his attacking prowess from the position caught many an eye. Jones spent three years with the Brickies, scoring 27 goals across his time there. Three years at Faversham Town preceded that, with spells at Ebbsfleet United, East Grinstead Town and Corinthian coming before.

	Leo Todd – 19-year-old defender. Was a part on the Ramsgate u23’s squad during the 2023/24 season. He made three first team appearances for the first team in cup competitions. Leo spent the second half of the season learning his trade at Ashford FC (Ramsgate Athletic). This has helped Leo develop into a strong, ball playing defender. Leo continued to appear for The Steamers during the 24/25 season. He also appeared twice for the Rams during the title winning season.

	Tom Clifford – 26-year-old midfielder.  Combative player who is just as comfortable at left back as he is in midfield, Tom joined the club in the Summer of 2024. Started his career at Southend United, where he made 63 appearances for their youth team before having loan spells at Bishop’s Stortford and Concord Rangers. He then went on to make 67 appearances for the Southend United first team across League One, League Two and the National League Premier League, scoring five goals in the process. He then made the most to King’s Lynn Town in 2023, making 14 appearances whilst also making seven appearances in a loan spell at Dartford. Tom appeared 51 times for Ramsgate in the 24/25 title winning season, scoring once.

	Harry Webster – 18-year-old defender. Harry joins the Rams on loan from Gillingham. Harry made Four first team appearances for Gillingham during the 24/25 season. He finished the season on loan at Chatham town in the Isthmian premier league, appearing 15 times scoring twice.

	Raphe Brown – 26-year-old defender, Raphe joined the Rams from Maidstone United in the Summer of 2025, where he spent five seasons and impressed many in the process. Raphe won a National League South title medal during his time with the Stones. He was previously at Herne Bay with manager Ben Smith before a six-week trial earned him a move into full time football with Maidstone. A spell at VCD Athletic sandwiched between his two spells at the Bay.


	Mason Buckingham – 16-year-old defender. A left footed centre half who played a key part in the u16s Kent league and Kent Cup double.

	Oliver Jackson – 16-year-old midfielder. A tenacious midfielder who was a part if the Ramsgate u16 double winning side in the 23/25 season. He made 2 first team appearances for the Rams during the 24/25 season.

	Benny Bioletti – 21-year-old midfielder who rose through the ranks at Faversham Town, including 38 competitive first team appearances, before moving to League 2 Colchester in the summer of 2022. Spent most of last season on loan at Isthmian North Maldon & Tiptree where he made 20 appearances for the Jammers, before joining Bowers & Pitsea in January ’23 for the remainder. Benny has appeared on 84 occasions, scoring 14 goals for the Rams.

	Anthony Grant – 38-year-old midfielder. A vastly experienced midfielder who has been capped six times by Jamaica, Grant signed for the Rams in the Summer of 2025 having spent the previous two seasons at Welling United. A product of Chelsea’s famous academy, he made one Premier League appearance under Jose Mourinho in their title winning 2004/05 campaign, coming off the bench in a 3-1 win over Manchester United at Old Trafford. Loan spells at Oldham Athletic, Wycombe Wanderers, Luton Town and Southend United preceded a permanent move to the Essex club, where he spent four years - making 184 appearances in total. Grant’s career in the football league took him onto Stevenage, Crewe Alexandra, Port Vale, Peterborough United, Shrewsbury Town, Swindon Town, Scunthorpe United and Crawley Town.


	Lewis Gard – 25-year-old midfielder. Started his career at Southend in league one, making 12 appearances in total. During his time at Southend United he had a loan-spells at Aveley and Heybridge Swifts. In 2022 he signed for Tonbridge Angels, in his two years at Tonbridge he played 82 games and scored 12 goals. Lewis made the switch to the Rams in the Summer of 2024 and will be looking to stamp his authority on the engine room in midfield this season. Lewis made 45 appearances scoring 3 goals during the 24/25 title winning campaign.

	Tijan Jadama – 26-year-old midfielder. TJ progressed from the youth section and through the academy to the first team at Ramsgate before moving to Whitstable Town for a season. He returned to Southwood in summer 2021 where he has become a firm fans’ favourite and role model for local youngsters, as well as a goal-scoring midfield player. Continued to star for his local team in 2023/24, winning the goal of the round award for his stunning solo effort against Woking in the 2-1 first round win for the Rams. With a growing automobile collection. TJ scored 18 goals during the 2023/24 season. He has appeared for the club on 237 occasions, scoring 51 goals. TJ became Ramsgate Captain during the summer of 2025.

	Billy Munday – 26-year-old midfielder. Returned to Ramsgate in October after 6 years at Deal town, playing a major role in there SCEFL league winning campaign. During Billy’s first spell with the Rams, he played 38 times scoring on Three occasions. Billy scored Five goals in 35 games during the 24/25 season and has now played a total of 73 games scoring Eight goals for Ramsgate.

	Ryan Kingsford – 23-year-old attacking midfielder. A highly versatile and skilful attacking midfielder, who joined the Rams in the Summer of 2025 after starring for Sittingbourne last season. He made 57 appearances for the Brickies in all competitions in 2024/25, scoring 19 goals and providing countless assists in the process. He signed for Sittingbourne in the Summer of 2024 following a trial period at Maidstone United, and had a spell playing college football in the USA before that for the likes of Harcum College, West Chester United, the University of Akron and Loyola Marymount University - where he was named captain. Before that, he spent two years in the academy at Dover Athletic.


	Alfie Paxman – 27-year-old-winger who appeared in Ramsgate’s youth set up, along with twin brother Jack, before studying at the Dover Academy and appearing for the senior team at Crabble. Returned to Southwood in 2015 with Jack and quickly became key to the Rams’ forward line, becoming the team’s top-scorer that culminated with 30 goals in 2017/18, resulting in a move to Premier Division Folkestone Invicta in 2018. Alfie spent 22/23 season with Dover., He returned to Ramsgate for the 23/24 season. Alfie played a starring role in the Rams season - even filling in at left back when necessary. He scored 14 goals and provided countless assists in his 48 appearances. During the 24/25 title winning campaign Alfie score 19 times in 51 games. Alfie has now played 199 times, and score 75 goals. for the club.

	Mitchell May – 22-year-old- forward. Mitch signed for the Rams in the Summer of 2025 following a hugely successful spell at Sittingbourne. He scored 32 goals in 52 games for the Brickies last season, helping them to the quarter finals of the FA Trophy in the process. 19 goals in 33 appearances preceded this in 2023/24, following up on six goals in 12 games to end the 2022/23 season. He had spells with FC Romania and Stansted before his move to Sittingbourne.


	Kai Garrett –20-Year-old forward – A former Gillingham academy player. Played for Dover Athletic on the National league south. Kai scored his 1st Ramsgate goal against Broadbridge Heath in February 2025. Kai Appeared 16 times scoring Three goals during Ramsgate’s 24/25 South east title winning campaign.

	Finley Waddell – 16-year-old forward.  Broke into the Rams first team squad during the final few months of the 24/25 season, making Three appearances. Scored for Ramsgate u16s in their Kent cup triumph, and was the leading scorer in the Kent league in the 24/25 season.
